With the title „Pool around Me - everything is illusion“ 
up-coming designer and multimedia artist Johanna Keimeyer 
presents the topic water in her video performance and photo 
exhibition. the landmarked, former swimming pool in 
Oderbergerstr. 57 provides the adequate venue in the 
Berlin district Prenzlauer Berg.

at 7, 8 and 9 pm on 22. 3. 2012 the artist presents a 
large-scale video projection with performance on the over 
100 years old domed structure. in the photo exhibition Johanna 
Keimeyer created underwater scenes in over 50 hotel pools 
worldwide with kind support of Martin Nicholas Kunz.

event and exhibition are the result of several years of artistic 
involvement with the element water. 
With one breath she dives underwater in surprisingly different 
worlds made of tiles, colors, materials, light and chlorine, 
extraordinarily re-contextualized for her sometimes intimate 
portraits.
